Researching a topic
>> begin by reviewing the Green Guide ("GG") to see the stages of the research process.  See agenda for password.
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**Note that a link to all our databases are available through earlhaig.ca/library,

Stage 1:  Brainstorm a list of  questions (GG 13-14) on your topic
· Devise a list of search terms you may use that relate to your topic.  Consider the synonyms or other names by which your topic may be called (e.g., Kobudo = Bushido)

· Get an overview for your topic (context, background) using encyclopedias and reference texts on martial arts

Stage 2/3:   Using your search terms, find relevant academic websites and articles in academic journals 
· review the website evaluation sheet.  Make sure you are using websites that are affiliated with an academic or government institution.  Generally .edu, .gov, gov.on.ca
· In google.ca, use [allintitle: <insert topic>] to find search term in the title of the page and [filetype:pdf] to find all documents of that type (pdfs are generally documents posted by academic and government institutions, but evaluate using the web eval sheet)
· Use the pathfinder (below) to search academic journals (also known as “peer reviewed” articles)

· Use the note-taking sheet to take notes on your topic (try answering some of your questions you developed) and be sure to record the source information before you start taking notes.

Stage 4:   Create a Works Cited list of sources

· Using your source list on the note-taking sheets, create a Works Cited list of your resources
