1. Step 1: Research

–Using the Graphic organizer, answer the appropriate sections for your battle.

a. Use your textbook

b. Additional books (provided by Ms. A)

c. Websites (approved by Ms. A like Veteran Affairs Canada)

REMEMBER: PROPER WORKS CITED LIST- use Easybib.com for help on structure. Remember the 5 rules we looked at in class!

2. Step 2- Write up

a. ½ page handout for the class, addressing the topics on the organizer

3. Presentation- Creative, Engaging, Fun!

a. See rubric for details. Can be anything you like- video, drama, reenactment, song, dance, class activity, game, role-play, board game, etc.

You will be evaluated on Group participation, group handout and works Cited, group presentation. Individual evaluation will be based on: self/peer assessment, personal presentation.

SEVEN MAJOR RULES OF A WORKS CITED LIST:

1. Don’t separate books from websites( ONE list FULLY alphabetical

2. 2nd and subsequent lines need to be indented

3. one size, one font, no bold

4. double space throughout

5. italicize, not underline book and magazine titles

6. Web or Print within the citation (see sample)

7. If applicable, article titles are in “quotation marks” (see sample).
