No group may contain more than 50% of people who are absent today. At the end of the period today, each group needs to submit a small report on who are their group members and how they propose to share the workload for the project. 
The group will deal with completing the following project: 
1. Describe three different ways that the EHSS Cafeteria might be managed (or in other words, what are three different groups of people who could operate it). Report on the advantages and disadvantages of each method. 
2. Create an international menu for one week (5 days), to include beverages and two “main courses,” but no desserts for each day. Your group report should include recipes (ingredients), method of preparation (keeping in mind where and when this would be done), costing (purchasing), pricing (selling) and pictures of how your meals would appear. 
Reports are due in two weeks. Menus will be presented to the class by each group.
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
