Integrating Quotations

When quoting, make sure that your chosen quotations are integrated into the text of your paper (see “Quoting Shakespeare”).  Readers should be able to move from your own words to the words you quote without feeling a JOLT.

Use SIGNAL PHRASES to introduce quotations.  A variety of the signal phrases listed below can be used:
In the words of researcher John Kinsey: “…”

As Norma Davis has noted: “…”

Shakespeare suggests that “…”

“…” claims climber Edmond Hilary

Dr. Margaret Mead offers and interesting perspective on this point of view: “…”

Bell answers these objections with the following analysis: “…”

The following list of words can also act as signal phrases.  These verbs may be used with the above signal phrases or with simple subject forms.
