
PODCAST - HAMLET
Hamlet states that the purpose of drama has always been ‘to hold, as ‘twere, the mirror up to nature; to show virtue her own feature, scorn her own image, and the very age and body of the time his form and pressure’ (III.ii.21-26).  What does Hamlet mean here?  Do you think that serious drama on television (or in movies) today holds up “the mirror up to nature”?  Give examples to support your opinion.
Overview – You will create a podcast as if you are a film critique on the radio talking about the state of television and movies today.  You could be the host of the show, or you could be a guest.  Choose the radio station you are pretending to be on and think about the audience.
Process - 5 Steps to Success
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1. Write down key points that you have learned through our discussion 
2. Use these notes to write your script. 
3. Record Podcast and make an audio file.
4. Upload your file to the google classroom.
Tips
· If you create a script, write short sentences using ‘real’ language.  It should sound natural, not like a rehearsed speech.
· Think about different perspectives that people have on the issues.
· Leave no obvious questions unanswered.
· Use emotion and expression in your voice.
· Make it personally relatable.
· Use may use Sound Effects or Music if needed.
