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Evaluation Profile & Outline





Course Description/Rationale/Overview: 


This course is intended for Grade 11 students who have background on wind and percussion instruments and who wish to continue developing their instrumental skills. The course enables students to enhance their musical literacy through the creation, appreciation, analysis, and performance of music. Emphasis will be placed on technique, tone production, interpretation and artistic expression, as well as reading skills using solo and standard band repertoire. Students will visit Roy Thomson Hall in October, the Kiwanis Music Festival in February and Opera Atelier in April. Students are required to play school concerts in December, January and April, and to attend one weekly rehearsal.

Achievement Categories and Weighting





Knowledge / Understanding 25%: knowledge of genres, techniques, elements, forms; understanding of concepts, styles, themes, relationships among elements.





Thinking Inquiry 25%: planning skills: generating ideas, gathering information,  brainstorming, organizing an arts presentation;  processing skills:  analyzing, synthesizing, forming conclusions, editing, revising; thinking processes: reflection, elaboration, reviewing

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Course Outline/Curriculum Strands:





A.  CREATING AND PERFORMING


A1. The Creative Process: apply the stages of the creative process when performing notated and/or improvised music and     


        composing and/or arranging music.  Students will perform small and large ensemble repertoire approaching a difficulty of 


        Grade 3. Students will study and play technical exercises and diverse solo repertoire approaching the level  of  Royal 


        Conservatory of Music Grade IX. Students will explore instrumentation, ornamentation, balance and blend in ensemble work.


A2. The Elements of Music: apply elements of music when performing notated and improvised music. Through the study of 


        Sight singing/reading and Ear Training:  Students will learn to “hear with their eyes and see with their ears.”  Students will   


       demonstrate skills in phrasing, intonation, dynamics, tempi, rhythm, balance, and blend in repertoire and supporting exercises. 


        Students will manipulate elements of music when improvising four-bar diatonic melodies over appropriate accompaniment; 


        when using forms such as rondo, call and response, theme and variations; when adding ornamentation to a melody.


A3. Techniques and Technologies: use a variety of techniques and technological tools when performing music. Students will 


        perform notated music with accuracy and fluency; sight-read unfamiliar music with accuracy; perform complex studies and 


        exercises to support repertoire; perform passages from technical exercises and repertoire demonstrating varying tempi.





B.  REFLECTING, RESPONDING, AND ANALYSING


B1. The Critical Analysis Process: use the critical analysis process when responding to, analysing, reflecting on, and 


       interpreting music. Students will reflect on music performed in competition at the Kiwanis Music Festival, performed in 


       concert by the  Toronto Symphony Orchestra and on stage by Opera Atelier. Students will analyse the form and effect of the 


       first movement of a classical symphony, with reference to the repetition and variation of specific elements of music; describe 


       their personal preferences in music styles. Each term, students will submit to turnitin.com a reflection of a concert. 


B2. Music and Society: demonstrate an understanding of how traditional, commercial, and art music reflect the society in which 


       they were created and how they have affected communities or cultures. Students will analyse the interrelationships between 


       traditional, commercial, and art music; for example,  the influence of traditional and commercial music on the art music of 


       George Gershwin; the use by pop songwriters from a variety of cultures of themes or melodies from art music.


B3. Skills and Personal Growth: demonstrate an understanding of how performing, creating, and critically analysing music has 


       affected their skills and personal development. Students record and review their own performance of a composition, and 


       compare it with an exemplary performance of the same composition; maintain a reflective practice log; demonstrate the 


       interpersonal skills, work habits, attitudes, and qualities that are essential to the effective functioning of a musical ensemble;


       personal responsibility and respect for others in performance and creative work; the ability to lead sectional rehearsals; the 


       ability to balance the needs of the group with the needs of individual musicians.


B4. Connections Beyond the Classroom: identify and describe various opportunities for continued engagement in music. 


       identify and describe a variety of music related work opportunities that reflect their own skills and knowledge identify music 


       related part-time jobs and/or work-related activities that would be appropriate for them at their skill level, such as providing 


       singing lessons for younger children, teaching music at a summer camp, job shadowing a music producer; identify   


       cooperative education opportunities; create a résumé and job search list for summer employment in the field of music; 


       describe opportunities in their school and community for expanding their music education, such as music camp, summer 


       workshops, private lessons, music clubs; map pathways from this course through secondary school and into postsecondary 


       programs that would support a formal music education; list performance opportunities in their community, including youth 


       ensembles, musical theatre youth companies, jam sessions, musical events at senior citizens’ homes or service clubs.





C.  FOUNDATIONS


C1. Theory and Terminology: demonstrate an understanding of music theory with respect to concepts of notation and the 


       elements and other components of music, and use appropriate terminology relating to them. describe, recognize, and perform 


       major, melodic and harmonic minor, whole tone, chromatic, and various blues scales; identify simple and compound intervals, 


       as well as major, minor, and diminished triads; describe and demonstrate dominant, diminished, major, and minor seventh 


       chords; describe and demonstrate cadences, including perfect, imperfect, and plagal; recognize various forms and aspects of 


       form, such as strophic form, sonata form, refrain, motif, bridge, oratorio; reproduce, aurally identify, and notate intervals from 


       unison to an octave, including major, minor, diminished, and augmented intervals; notate melodies from four to eight 


       measures in length; reproduce rhythm patterns and phrases related to their performance repertoire.


C2. Characteristics and Development of Music: demonstrate an understanding of the history of some musical forms and of 


       characteristics of types of music from around the world. Students will explain the use of overtures in opera and musical 


       theatre; trace the development of instruments over time.


C3. Conventions and Responsible Practices: demonstrate an understanding of responsible practices and performance     


       conventions relating to music. Students will learn the conventions related to music performance, explain the differences in 


       acceptable audience behaviour at the symphony, a jazz concert, a musical theatre production, and an outdoor rock event; 


       demonstrate proper etiquette when performing solo or as part of an ensemble.
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
