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The key signature tells us which notes have sharps or flats in that key. A key is named for its starting
note. The sharps and flats always appear in the key signature in the same order. The name of the key is
determined by the number of sharps or flats. You will learn about this in greater detail on a later
worksheet.
The order of sharps (ﬁ)ﬁ FCGDAEB
You can remember the order of sharps with this saying:

Father Charles Goes Down And Eats Breakfast.
The order ofﬂats(b): BEADGCF
You can remember the order of flats with this saying:

Breakfast Ends And Down Goes Charles’ Father.

Remember: The order of sharps and flats is the same in both bass clef and treble clef.
