Success Expectations

GLS

A minimum of 10 minutes reading is required everyday.

500 pages is expected to be read each term along with full Readers Responses written for each book completed.  25% of the GLS mark is based on this reading and responses.

Thirty (30) minutes of class time should be anticipated for GLS curriculum. These assignments will make up 25% of the GLS mark.

Thirty minutes should be available for homework support.

The final 5 minutes should be spent completing the daily work log which accounts for time spent in class. The teacher must sign it and grade it.  25% of the GLS mark is based on these work logs.

The final 25% is based upon demonstrated student skills throughout the term and school life.

GLS101 covers learning styles, study skills, and life skills.  Students are led in discovering what type of student they are so they can better demonstrate student skills throughout their school life.

GLS401 coaches students to look to their futures.  They are required to explore possible futures to ensure they have the schooling they need and the self-discipline to get there.

Credit Recovery 
Class time will be given to Credit Recovery.  Only one Credit Recovery will be worked on at a time.  Only when one is completed may another begin.  We don’t want to start too many then finish none.  Homework will have to be done at home or on lunch.  The Credit Recovery mark is based upon previous marks earned in attempting the course and the success level within this recovery itself.  Only compulsory courses are available at the applied level in our success program.

Credit Rescue

Class time is devoted to coaching students who are currently in jeopardy of losing a credit, such as grade 9 math.  The math classes’ lessons will be reviewed then support materials taught in an effort to rescue the jeopardized credit.
