SUMMER SCHOOL REGISTRATION 2006  - Information regarding summer school with the TDSB is still  NOT available. Announcements will be made when it becomes available. The website will provide general information regarding registration procedures, times, dates and eligibility requirements.  Unfortunately the New Credit Grade 12 courses will NOT be available to Grade 11 students.  Therefore there is no new credit for Grade 9, 10 or 11 students.
Upgrading - Students who fail a compulsory credit will have the opportunity to upgrade a maximum of two at summer school.   Students must achieve a minimum grade of 35% in order to upgrade a credit.  In some cases students who pass with a low grade (below 55) may register for upgrading a course.  See your counsellor if you have questions concerning this option.

Summer School Registration for York Region/Toronto Catholic/ York Region Catholic -

each school board has their own rules regarding registration of students who are from other school Boards.  Check the website concerning registration procedures.  In all cases you must receive the permission of your home school on the registration form.  It is important for students to note that the reporting of the grades from other school boards is the responsibility of the student.
