This summer, there will be an exciting new program in our school.

Newcomer Orientation Week (NOW) will give newcomer students a four day orientation to EHSS and to the Ontario school system.  Eligible students are those who arrived in Canada in the last few months and incoming Grade 8 students who arrived in the last year.

The activities include a scavenger hunt to get to know the building, skits created by the Peer Leaders (EHSS students who were newcomers to Canada in previous years) about the challenges they faced when they started school, a simulated timetable, a visit to the North York Central Library and an introduction to the credit system.

NOW is part of the SEPT program and our school is one of only 5 sites in North York that has this program.
