The Bronfman Youth Fellowships

· Guelph Scholarship
Students applying to the University of Guelph with a 90% average should consider applying for the Guelph Chancellor and President scholarships.  These $32,000 awards are available to all applicants who meet the criteria and submit their applications online no later than January 25th.

If you are applying to Western University and wish to be one of 4 Earl Haig students nominated for the Western University National Scholarship Program, you must first pick up a nomination package from Mrs. Storms in Guidance. 
The criteria for the program includes that you must be a Canadian Citizen or Permanent Resident. You must have an average of 90% minimum on the November report card and must have demonstrated creative and innovative thought and a passion for learning. The scholarship also recognizes exceptional achievement in extracurricular activities such as athletics and the arts.
