Schulich Leader Scholarships are prestigious entrance scholarships awarded to high school graduates enrolling in Science, Technology, Engineering or Mathematics (STEM) programs at their Canadian partner universities. Fifty scholarships are awarded each year, with half of those being worth $100,000 and the other half worth $80,000.
Each school can nominate one student for this scholarship. If you are interested in applying to be our school nominee, submit a document to Mr. Low that lists your top 3 achievements (academic or other) and a letter of reference.
